First, read each event and create a drawing to go along with it. When you are finished, cut them out and arrange them in order from oldest to most recent. Then glue them onto a timeline drawn on a piece of construction paper.


	6000 BCE Early humans settle in the Nile valley. Egyptians begin to use clay and silt from the river to make pottery vessels.


	1325 BCE King Tutankhamun (“King Tut”) is buried in the Valley of the Kings with fantastic riches and a gold mask.
	4500 BCE Sails are used on Egyptian ships for the first time. Boats the main form of transport in, and sails allow them to travel upriver (against the current).

	3500 BCE Craftsmen begin to create the first wall paintings using hieroglyphic symbols


	5000 BCE There is widespread farming of sheep and cattle. Some grow wheat and barley on the fertile land of the Nile valley.
	332 BCE Egypt is invaded by Alexander the Great and then ruled by Greek Kings.

	2500 BCE Egyptians built the Great Sphinx and the Great Pyramid at Giza


	1550 BCE Many of the royal tombs were built in the Valley of the Kings.
	3000 BCE Walled towns and villages are built in Egypt. The first buildings are made of mud brick.
